Anyone may make a nomination, whether
the nominator is a MEGS member or not. All nomination forms must bear the signature of the nominator
and his/her home address and day and evening phone numbers. Email addresses are also requested.

Completed nomination forms and supporting documents should be sent to MEGS. Nominations must
be postmarked by midnight on Tuesday, February 21, 2012. Each nomination must include the
following supporting documents, which must be typed:

* A brief biographical sketch of the nominee.

Materials from projects, newspaper clippings, and other support material may be submitted. The
MEGS Executive Board may solicit additional information if it is deemed necessary. The nomination
form and support materials will not be returned and will become the property of MEGS.

The MEGS Executive Board will make the final decision on the award. The Executive Board may
appoint a sub-committee to review nominations and make recommendations to the Board for final
decision.

The award will be announced at the annual spring dinner in the form of a certificate from MEGS.

Recognition will also be given at the annual state conference in October and in the MEGS online
newsletter. Three awardees will be selected, one for each category. Awardees will receive a $100 check.
